THIS IS AN “A” APPROVED SHOW AND IS RUN UNDER CURRE NT AQHA RULES.  
AQHA Membership and Registration numbers must be noted on Entry Forms for results to be sent to AQHA. 
 
IMPROVER RIDER : Dress to be neat and tidy.  Improver rider may ride any horse in any western headgear.  
Bridled horses may be ridden two handed.  Win 6 classes in any particular event, e.g. Pleasure, or one win in 
Open, Junior, Senior or Amateur class  he/she is not eligible for that event as an improver at the completion of 
the show. There must be four in an improver class to qualify for a win.   
 
BEGINNER RULE : You may ride as a beginner in the first year of competition, but if you win one Improver 
or one Open Performance class, you are no longer a beginner for  that event. 
 
TRAINING EQUIPMENT : At all AQHA approved shows there will be no training equipment allowed in the 
immediate marshalling area and the performance arena from one hour before the nominated commencement 
time of the show to ONE HOUR AFTER the cessation of events on each day. 
 
No unathorised entry allowed into the trail area once obstacles are positioned before or during the show. 
 
REFUNDS will only be given if a vet certificate is received prior  to the commencement of the show. 
 
LEAD LINE : Approved safety helmets must be worn.  Age 3-8 years 
WALK TROT : Approved safety helmets optional.  Age up to 12 years.  Competitors are not to be led but 
handler may walk beside.   Competitors may compete in either Lead Line or Walk Trot not both.
