Entry to the 2012 Tasmanian Quarter Horse Championship Show is open to AQHA registered horses ONLY.  
 
ALL riders, owners & handlers must be current financial members of the AQHA.  
 
Horses entered in AmQHA classes must be fully registered with the AmQHA and riders, owners and 
handlers current financial members of the AmQHA.  Horses may be entered in AmQHA Halter OR AmQHA 
Performance Halter but not both. 
 
Copy of membership/amateur tickets and registration papers to be included with entry form. 
 
Amateurs and Youth exhibiting more than 2 horses must nominate which two (2) horses are to count for high 
point calculations. 
 
ENTRIES and FINAL PAYMENTS CLOSE – 31st January 2012.   
If you wish to make progress payments - entry forms with part payment accepted at any time up 
until that date, however all monies owing must be finalised by 31 January.   
 
If making payment (including progress payments) by bank deposit PLEASE ensure your name is 
on the transaction and a copy of the receipt is sent to the Show Secretary. 
 
ANY ENTRIES RECEIVED AFTER 31 JANUARY will incur a $30 late fee. 
 
PLEASE NOTE: NO CHANGES after 31 January to horse or rider unless one of the following apply:  
(1) HORSE – genuine veterinary certificate  
(2) RIDER – genuine medical certificate due to illness or accident. 
Injury or illness requiring the SCRATCHING of entry due to above certificated reasons will result in refund of 
all monies paid to date less 20% expenses to be retained by STQHA.

GENERAL 
 

 Competitors are responsible for their attendance at the marshalling area in a timely manner, if 
you are not on time the gate will be closed. 

 No spectators in or around the marshalling area or office. (Please refer to site map). 
 Individual back numbers will be allocated to each horse and must be worn on either side of 

saddle blanket (except led classes – on handlers back in clear view).  
 Every entry must be wearing the correct number or they will be disqualified.  
 AQHA Rules and Code of Conduct will apply.   
 Competitors and visitors are requested to comply with any reasonable request from show staff 

with regard to safety.   
 Please report any hazards or problems as soon as possible to show staff.   
 Only those persons named as competitors on entry forms may ride horses on the grounds at 

any time during the show.  
 TRAINING EQUIPMENT will not be permitted in the marshalling area or show arena from 1 

hour before each day’s competition until 1 hour after completion of events on each day.  
 No dogs permitted on grounds, tied or otherwise. 
 All camping to be in the area indicated on site map.   
 NO star pickets may be used to construct yards (pigtails/push-ins acceptable) as there is an 

underground irrigation system.  
 All rubbish/manure/hay to be removed to appropriate refuse area before you leave.   
 Sites not left clean will not have their bond refunded.  
 RANDOM DRUG TESTING WILL APPLY AT THIS SHOW 
 No alcohol permitted in the marshalling area or arena. 
 Protests must be in writing accompanied by $50 fee and lodged within 15 minutes of 

conclusion of the event. Disputes committee: show secretary, show manager and a competitor 
nominated on the day.
