ENTRIES: Youth Free
$6.00 Halter
$7.00 Performance
$15.00 Feature Classes (10% retained by club)

ADMIN FEE: $10.00 Per Entry form
INSURANCE : $15.00 per horse (AAA requirement)
*FACILITY BOND: $15.00 refundable on clean camp (¥*Competitors entering both Twilight and State Show —
please only pay these fees once on Championship entry form)
*CAMPING $10 Powered or $5 non-powered (*Competitors entering both Twilight and State Show — please

only pay these fees once on Championship entry form.)

PLEASE NOTE THAT ALL THE ABOVE FEES ARE COMPULSORY AND MUST BE PAID WITH THE ENTRIES.
Any entry not including required documentation will be returned to sender. Payments may be made by cheque,
money order or bank transfer.

ENTRIES CLOSE —to be received by 13 January 2012 — NO LATE ENTRIES OR ENTRIES ON THE DAY (this
includes Leadline) — any monies outstanding will result in competitor being denied entry to their classes — this
includes administration fees, insurance, or yard fees.

NUMBERS are allocated to each horse; — competitors must display the correct numbers to ensure correct allocation
of points. Any competitor not displaying the correct number may be refused entry to the arena.

PROTESTS: Must be in writing and accompanied by a $50.00 fee, which will be refunded if the protest is
successful. Protests must be handed to the show manager within 30 minutes of the completion of the event in
question. Disputes committee will comprise Show Manager, a Show Committee member and a nominated
competitor.

DRUG TESTING: The Show Committee reserves the right to carry out Drug Testing at its discretion.

This show will be run under AAA, HSAA AND EFA rules, your attention is particularly drawn to the following AAA
Rules which will be actively enforced at this show.

HELMETS compliant with AS/NZS 3838:2006 are to be worn at all times except western events where helmets are
optional. Lead Line and Walk Jog competitors must wear helmets.

All owners and exhibitors must be current financial members of the Australian Appaloosa Association Ltd
(AAA) — THIS INCLUDES LEADLINE. All horses must be fully registered with AAA - pending registrations will
not be accepted.

Camping, parking and spectators sites will all be separate and everyone is to abide by the rules and follow the
committee’s and gate steward’s instructions.

Rules will be posted at the Secretary’s box from Friday night.

3 YEAR OLD horses may enter 3yo OR Junior classes — NOT BOTH.

Stallions are to be handled by a competent person 18yrs and over.

Leadline (youth competing in this event cannot compete in any other ridden event)

Youth 13yrs & under Walk/Jog (youth competing in these classes cannot compete in Junior Youth 13yrs & under classes)
Junior Youth 13yrs & under

Senior Youth 14-18yrs

Galloway and Hack rings will be run simultaneously, classes will not be held up for those wishing to compete in
both. Judge will classify Lightweight/Heavyweight.



Numbers are to be worn by all competitors.

AMATEUR MASTERS RULE: Amateur Masters is for any Amateur Member that is 50 years & over and has
applied for their Masters Membership.
